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Faculty in Brief

To meet the requirements of the Jordanian community of pharmacists with high level,
the Faculty of pharmacy has been launched at Al- Zaytoonah University of Jordan in
the academic year 1993/1994. Since its beginning, the Faculty of Pharmacy has been
working hard to graduate competent pharmacists qualified with science and knowledge
at the highest level. The continuous support of the President, the Boards of Trustees
and Directors of the University provide access to education and knowledge to improve
the community service.

The prospective students hold a high school diploma / scientific section with GPA equal
to or greater than 80%. The Faculty offers a bachelor’s degree in pharmacy after
finishing (160) credit hours, distributed in five academic years. The required cumulative
GPA for graduation and earning the B.Sc. degree should be equal to or greater than
60%.

In addition to the scientific study, the student must train in any pharmaceutical
institution specially for the Jordanian student that qualify him/her to get a license in
pharmacy practice after passing the pharmacy practice exam supervised by the Jordan
Pharmacists Association. To prepare students for pharmaceutical training; the study
plan consists of 9 credit hours for courses related to pharmacy practice, community
pharmacy training, and clinical cases along with the availability of virtual pharmacy in
campus where the students are educated to practice the profession of pharmacy as well.

The Faculty of Pharmacy was very keen to provide the best scientific talents in all the
fields of pharmacy and to achieve the latest editions of the educational scientific
textbooks, references and periodicals, and appropriate educational atmosphere are
provided.

For the sake of strengthening cooperation with the Faculties of Pharmacy in Arab
universities, Al-Zaytoonah University of Jordan hosts Pharmaceutical Conference
every two years since 2006.

The Faculty of Pharmacy is also proud to present a postgraduate program in

The University received the 1SO 9001: 2015 certificate in all its academic and
administrative work, to be the first Jordanian University to obtain this certificate
in its updated version.
